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Warner business partner to challenge Rigell

VIRGINIA BEACH ——

With longtime business partner Sen. Mark Warner standing behind him, Democratic political neophyte Paul
Hirschbiel said Monday that he would challenge Rep. Scott Rigell for his 2nd District seat in November.

"My name is Paul Hirschbiel and I am running for Congress," he said four times, perhaps unwittingly emphasizing
one of his problems in the campaign – name recognition – against Rigell, who has only a year in Congress himself.
In 2010, Rigell ousted Democrat Glenn Nye, who was there Monday.

"Congress is broken," Hirschbiel said. "We're all tired of the endless
partisan bickering occurring in Washington today. The political
games that are being played by both parties are unacceptable and
are dangerous, given the seriousness of the issues we face as a
nation."

Hirschbiel called himself a "Warner Democrat," adding that he was
"fiscally responsible, socially progressive and yet willing to reach
across the aisle" to reach accord.

As if anticipating Hirschbiel's pronouncement, Rigell joined with
fellow congressional freshman Reid Ribble, R-Wis., in forming a
"Fix Congress Now" caucus only a week ago. On Monday, in the
Lucky Tavern in Omaha, Neb., Rigell met with billionaire financier
Warren Buffett over a 90-minute breakfast to talk about just that.

Though they would appear at opposite ends of the political spectrum
– Buffett supports President Barack Obama's aim of raising taxes
on the rich; Rigell adamantly toes the Republic line against it – the
two stressed near-accord on several fiscal issues in a Bloomberg
News interview.

Rigell, who has contributed 15 percent of his congressional salary of
$174,000 annually to help pay off the national debt, said "in talking
to my friends to folks all across the district, I'll so often hear this:
'Scott, I would pay a little bit more – I wouldn't be excited about it,
but I would – if I truly believed it would reduce the deficit."

Rigell, among Congress' 249 millionaires, also has declined health
and pension benefits.

Hirschbiel appeared in the Early Childhood Development classroom
on the Virginia Beach campus of Tidewater Community College,
where Warner spoke of Hirschbiel's "passion for education, and
particular passion for early childhood education," and of his role in
the Virginia Early Childhood Foundation, a legacy of Warner's four
years as governor.

"That foundation would not have accomplished what it has without Paul Hirschbiel's incredible dedication," Warner
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said.

Hirschbiel spoke of the problems in Washington, but declined to offer solutions on Monday. He said he would put
forth remedies in the coming months of a campaign that is expected to be expensive.

He raised $306,465 in the third quarter of 2011, when he was still exploring running for office. Campaign manager
Trey Nix said Monday that fourth-quarter contributions would be slightly lower but in the "same neighborhood."

Rigell reported raising $131,281 during the corresponding third quarter and has yet to file for the final quarter of
the year.

The Democratic Congressional Campaign Committee has designated the 2nd District one of 18 in its "Red to Blue"
program for special attention and resources, which could bode well for Hirschbiel. The DCCC cited existing
fundraising and campaign infrastructure as its criteria for the designation.
